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Double Vault Hole Excavation Instructions 
 

 

On page two there are drawings for the hole needed for a set of double vaults. The 

instructions are below: 

 

Overall you will want to make sure to compact the bottom of the hole and you will 

want a 1% - 2% slope. The side of the hole where the back of the building will sit 

should be the high side and where the front of the building will sit should be the 

low side. This slight slope allows water to drain out of the building once installed. 

You will want the hole to be 14' 11" wide, 17' 2" long, and 3' 6" deep. The top of 

the vault should be level with the ground. Once the building is set on top you can 

back-fill and compact up to the top of the floor which will be above ground (the 

floor is 5" thick). The two vaults will be set side by side which means the floor will 

overhang 1" on each side but will be flush on the front and back of the building. 

You will need to make sure that you have enough space around the building so that 

you can properly back-fill and compact.
